Kudos and Thank you 
We would like to thank you for preparing and serving the funeral lunch for or loved one Art Sullivan.  
Enclosed is a token of our thanks, Dorathea and Ellen Sullivan 
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Dog's Purpose? (from a 6-year-old). 
Being a veterinarian, I had been called to examine a ten-year-old Irish 
Wolfhound named Belker. The dog's owners, Ron, his wife Lisa, and their 
little boy Shane, were all very attached to Belker, and they were hoping for 
a miracle.I examined Belker and found he was dying of cancer. I told the family we 
couldn't do anything for Belker, and offered to perform the euthanasia 
procedure for the old dog in their home. 
As we made arrangements, Ron and Lisa told me they thought it would be good 
 for six-year-old Shane to observe the procedure. They felt as though Shane 
might learn something from the experience. 
The next day, I felt the familiar catch in my throat as Belker 's family 
surrounded him. Shane seemed so calm, petting the old dog for the last time, 
that I wondered if he understood what was going on. Within a few minutes, 
Belker slipped peacefully away. The little boy seemed to accept Belker's transition without any difficulty 
or confusion. We sat together for a while after Belker's Death, wondering 
aloud about the sad fact that animal lives are shorter than human lives.  
Shane, who had been listening quietly, piped up, ''I know why.'' 
 Startled, we all turned to him. What came out of his mouth next stunned me.. 
 I'd never heard a more comforting explanation. It has changed the way I try 
 and live. He said,''People are born so that they can learn how to live a good life -- 
 like loving everybody all the time and being nice, right?'' The Six-year-old 
 continued, ''Well, dogs already know how to do that, so they don't have to stay as 
 long.''

She joined this church April 17, 1949 after the Methodist Church closed in town. We took home communion to 
her for many years.  She once told me, “We belonged to the Methodist church.  We moved into town in 1914.  I 
was 11 years od when we moved into Omro. We went to church before that.  I remember going to church in the 
horse and buggy.” (5/5/1989 oral history tape)  Mrs. Stone taught the children in Sunday school.  Another long 
time member once told me, “Mrs. Stone was always my Sunday School Teacher.”  We were all blessed to 
know her and be influenced by her strong faith and witness.  Now we will blessed again to remember her life 
with us and our hope of eternal life with the Lord as we see the communion chalice and paraments given in her 
memory. We give sincere thanks to the Edna Stone Family for these memorial gifts. 
     It was a simple cross made of plastic and ribbon. Yet it meant so much in Malawi.  At Kapaza Presbyterian 
Church, Linda Robertson and other Presbyterians accompanied home-based care volunteers and translators on 
home visits.  In the homes, sisters and brothers met.  Smiles and tender touches were shared. 
     Prayers were said. And a cross was given—a cross made by Linda’s colleagues at Allegheny Hospital 
Suburban Campus in Pittsburgh—a cross that witnessed to our unity in Christ and to the reality that when one 
part of Christ’s body hurts, we all hurt—a cross that proclaimed God’s grace. 
     Many congregations in southern Africa offer home-based care ministries because of the HIV/AIDS 
pandemic.  Linda and nine others, ranging from young adults to retirees from seven presbyteries, traveled to 
South Africa and Malawi to take part in a partnership seminar. 
     On this World Communion Sunday, followers of Jesus around the world will break the bread of new 
creation that proclaims Christ makes us one.  As you come to receive the bread and cup, pray for sisters and 
brothers around the world.  Seek to do justice, love kindness, and walk humbly with God.  And remember the 
communion of saints in heaven and earth as we give generously to the Peacemaking Offering.

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Our Session has decided to use the New Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program 
again this year as the way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving to 
the ministry of Christ’s Church.   
 

The New Consecration Sunday program is based on the biblical idea of the need for the 
giver to give for his or her own spiritual growth.  Instead of thinking of giving as paying 
dues, we treat people as followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of 
faithful discipleship.  The program encourages us to give proportionately and systematically.  
We give in response to the question:  
 

“What percentage of my income is God calling me to give?” 
 

During morning worship on November 8th we will ask attendees and members to make 
their financial commitment to our church’s ministry and mission with Jesus Christ. 
 

Everyone who completes an Estimate of Giving Card will do so voluntarily by attending 
the morning worship that day.  Rev. Sarah Moore Nokes, our Associate Presbytery Executive 
will be our Guest Preacher.  We especially urge those who oppose pledging to attend.  The 
procedure is done so that no one feels pressured or embarrassed if you choose not to fill out a 
card.  We will not do home solicitation to ask you to fill out a card.  During worship our 
guest leader Sarah will lead us in a brief time of instruction and inspiration after which we 
will make our commitments as a confidential act of worship. 
 

Please make every effort to participate in Consecration Sunday.  Since we will make no 
follow up visits to ask you to complete your cards, we will make every effort to inform, 
inspire and invite everyone to attend our Consecration Sunday Worship and Brunch at 9:00 
a.m. November 8th.
